This prayer was an English rendering of a Latin prayer that began the liturgy in the medieval church before the Reformation. It 
remains a distinctive part of Episcopal worship to this day.

S #280 “Gloria in Excelsis”

THE COLLECT OF THE DAY  
The collect is the prayer appointed for each Sunday that “collects” or captures the theme of the day or season of the Church year. 
It summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the scriptures for the day.

THE WORD OF GOD 
 

THE FIRST LESSON  
This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which he often referred or 
quoted:  

Isaiah 2:1-5 
 

Lector:  A reading from the Prophet Isaiah. 
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The word that Isaiah son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem. In days to come the 
mountain of the LORD’s house shall be established as the highest of the mountains, and shall 
be raised above the hills; all the nations shall stream to it. Many peoples shall come and say, 
“Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; that he 
may teach us his ways and that we may walk in his paths.” For out of Zion shall go forth 
instruction, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. He shall judge between the nations, 
and shall arbitrate for many peoples; they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their 
spears into pruning hooks; nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn 
war any more. O house of Jacob, come, let us walk in the light of the LORD!  
 

Lector:  Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people. 
People: Thanks be to God. 
 

Psalm 122 
1   I was glad when they said to me, * 
          "Let us go to the house of the LORD." 
2   Now our feet are standing * 
          within your gates, O Jerusalem. 
3   Jerusalem is built as a city * 
          that is at unity with itself; 
4   To which the tribes go up, 
        the tribes of the LORD, * 
          the assembly of Israel, 
          to praise the Name of the LORD. 
5   For there are the thrones of judgment, * 
          the thrones of the house of David. 
6   Pray for the peace of Jerusalem: * 
          "May they prosper who love you. 
7   Peace be within your walls * 
          and quietness within your towers. 
8   For my brethren and companions' sake, * 
          I pray for your prosperity. 
9   Because of the house of the LORD our God, * 

          I will seek to do you good." 

 

THE SECOND LESSON  
This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts of the Apostles, 
or the Revelation to John.     

Romans 13:11-14 
 

Lector:  A reading from Paul’s letter to the Romans. 
 

Besides this, you know what time it is, how it is now the moment for you to wake from sleep. 
For salvation is nearer to us now than when we became believers; the night is far gone, the 
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day is near. Let us then lay aside the works of darkness and put on the amour of light; let us 
live honorably as in the day, not in reveling and drunkenness, not in debauchery and 
licentiousness, not in quarrelling and jealousy.  Instead, put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make 
no provision for the flesh, to gratify its desires. 
 

Lector:  Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people. 
People: Thanks be to God. 
 

A period of silence follows. 
The people stand as able for the introduction of the hymn. 
 

GOSPEL HYMN  
The Gospel hymn moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the Word – the reading of The Holy Gospel. Gospel means 
“good news” – specifically the “good news of Jesus.” 

H#73 "The King shall come when morning dawns" 
 

GOSPEL OF THE DAY 
This reading is taken from the four Gospels (Mathew, Mark, Luke and John), which depict the life, teachings, death, 
resurrection, and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to show the particular importance placed 
on Jesus’ word and actions.  

Matthew 24:36-44 
 

Gospeler       The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew. 
People Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 

‘But about that day and hour no one knows, neither the angels of heaven, nor the Son,  but 
only the Father.  For as the days of Noah were, so will be the coming of the Son of Man.  For 
as in those days before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in 
marriage, until the day Noah entered the ark, and they knew nothing until the flood came and 
swept them all away, so too will be the coming of the Son of Man. Then two will be in the 
field; one will be taken and one will be left. Two women will be grinding meal together; one 
will be taken and one will be left.  Keep awake therefore, for you do not know on what day 
your Lord is coming.  But understand this: if the owner of the house had known in what part 
of the night the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake and would not have let his 
house be broken into. Therefore you also must be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an 
unexpected hour.

It illuminates the spiritual readings and 
relates them to daily life. A period of silence follows the Sermon.

Leader  For the Anglican Cycle of Prayer we pray for the Province of the Episcopal 

Church of South Sudan. For the Diocesan Cycle of Prayer we pray for St. 
Clement’s Berkeley and St. Ambrose, Foster City. For the St. Anselm’s Cycle of 
Prayer we pray for Lay Eucharist Ministers.

Confessing our sins, receiving forgiveness (absolution), and showing sign of peace to one another prepare us to receive Christ in 
the Sacrament of Holy Communion.   
 

Leader     We pray to you also for the forgiveness of our sins. 
 
All   
God of all mercy, we confess that we have sinned against you, opposing your will in 
our lives. We have denied your goodness in each other, in ourselves, and in the world 
you have created. We repent of the wrongs that enslave us, the wrongs we have done, 
and the wrongs done on our behalf. Forgive, restore, and strengthen us through our 
Savior Jesus Christ, that we may abide in your love and serve only your will. Amen 
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The Presider offers absolution, and the people respond, Amen. 
 
Presider    Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through the grace of 
Jesus Christ, strengthen us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in 
eternal life. Amen.

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING 
In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has done for us in the 
life, death and resurrection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic Prayer, is a long prayer with four parts. Each of 
these four parts corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and 
wine as sacraments of his body and blood. We begin the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning “Lift up your 
hearts.”

At the following words concerning the bread, the Presider is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the 
cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated. 
 

On the night before he died for us, Our Savior Jesus Christ took bread, and when he had 
given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his friends, and said: 
“Take, eat: This is my Body which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 
As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine, and when he had given thanks, he gave it 
to them, and said: “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is 
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poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for 
the remembrance of me.” 
 
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
 
Presider and People 
Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again. 
 

The Presider continues 
Remembering his death and resurrection, we now present to you from your creation 
this bread and this wine. By your Holy Spirit may they be for us the Body and Blood of our 
Savior Jesus Christ. 
 
Grant that we who share these gifts may be filled with the Holy Spirit and live as Christ’s 
Body in the world. 
Bring us into the everlasting heritage of your daughters and sons, that with St. Anselm and 
all your saints, 
past, present, and yet to come, we may praise your Name for ever. 
 
Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to you be 
honor, glory, and praise, for ever and ever. AMEN.
